e Working on flood assessment around Hunter Road in Claryville. Had aerial photography done
to map upcoming projects.

o Getting ready for projects to be started; Ladelton stream restoration project, Clothes Pool site, 4
or 5 CSBI sites in Grahamsville, and 2 roadside vegetation sites in Claryville.

e Clothes Pool site is a 16 ft. high by 300 ft long streambank construction. Put out to bid in April-
May with hopes of starting in July.
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B. Program Updates:
e Tree & Shrub program doing well and have received over 60 orders.

e Flood mitigation has at least 9 potential sites. Staff is working on pictures and permits.
C. Annual Reports:
e All reports were submitted and accepted by the February 15" deadline.

e The District will receive $113,879.00 from NYS for Performance Measures. Funds are now
allowed to be carried over each year. We are looking at 3 possible projects to do site prep
work for EQIP projects.

o District Manager attended a meeting at Ulster County on carbon sequestering cover cropping
for the Hudson Valley 2-year pilot program. Project is set to start on May 1%,
