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SULLIVAN COUNTY INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT: A
HISTORY OF THE AIRPORT DEVELOPMENT
COMMISSION

The Sullivan County Airport Commission was created by Resolution No. 50, adopted Febru-
ary 18, 1966. Its purpose is to assume some of the functions authorized to be performed by
the Legislature under Article 14 of the General Municipal Law in relation to a County Air-
port, and to act as an advisory body to the Legislature with respect to such airport and all
aeronautical activities within the County. Membership on the Commission was increased
from five (5) to seven (7) in 1973, and then increased to nine (9) members by Resolution No.

274 in 1976.

Resolution No. 62 of 2000 abolished the Airport Commission and created the Sullivan
County Airport Development Commission (SCADC). The SCADC was established in an
effort to stimulate economic development efforts at the Airport to improve the usage, fiscal
viability and maintenance of the facility, to recognize broader economic development and
growth potential of the facility, to attract businesses that fit the usage of the Airport, and to
explore management alternatives that might provide more aggressive marketing and
sources of funding for the Airport’s management and marketing.

The SCADC now consists of the County Manager, Commissioner of Public Works, Commis-
sioner of Planning and Environmental Management, Director of Purchasing, two (2) Pilots/
Hangar owners to be appointed by and at the pleasure of the Legislature, President of the
Partnership for Economic Development, one (1) Legislator to be appointed by the Chairman
of the Legislature, the Fixed Base Operator for the Airport, and the Chairman of the Public
Works Committee.

The SCADC meets in order to discuss and evaluate potential development opportunities.
Recently, the County has been working with Sullivan Renaissance to improve the aesthetics
of the Airport. Further, through recommendation of the SCADC and staff the County has
applied for and received grants to construct a large hangar capable of housing jet aircraft in
both the short and long term. With recent economic development activities in the County, it
will be imperative for the County to maximize the benefits that the Sullivan County Interna-
tional Airport has to offer.



SULLIVAN COUNTY EMERGENCY SERVICES
COMMINICATIONS/E-911: PROVIDING
CRITICAL SERVICES IN THE 21ST CENTURY

Each year, the second week of April is dedicated across the country to recognize the men
and women who play a pivotal behind the scenes role in the delivery of emergency ser-
vices—our emergency services/9-1-1 dispatchers. They are the true first responders that
answer your calls day or night to deliver immediate lifesaving instructions over the phone
until help arrives, and provide a vital link to dispatch police, EMS and fire services to those
in need. The Sullivan County 911 Center is fortunate to have a committed team of 911 dis-
patchers, many of whom also serve their home communities as volunteer EMS members
and firefighters.

Sullivan County 911 is the primary public safety answering point (PSAP) for all 9-1-1 calls
both landline and cellular. In 2014, Sullivan County 911 fielded nearly 99,000 phone calls,
resulting in 35,424 incidents being dispatched.

Since the inception of 9-1-1 service in Sullivan County in 1999, there have been significant
technological advances in the delivery of 9-1-1 services. With over half of the 9-1-1 calls
being received by VOIP or cell phones, the technology and its continued upgrades has shift-
ed 9-1-1 to rely heavily on GPS and mapping to locate these “moving” callers in an emergen-
cy. Over the past 3 years Sullivan County 911, with the help of the Sullivan County Grants
Administration Department, have been successful in securing over $1 million in grant fund-
ing to allow Sullivan County to keep pace with the rapidly evolving next-generation (NG911)
requirements. For example, a new NG911 phone system was installed earlier this year
which has improved failover redundancy for our 9-1-1 system and will also provide, in the
not so distant future, capability to receive 9-1-1 calls by text messaging. Callers will even be
able to provide photos of scenes, suspects and other important imagery via text to 9-1-1.
Constant upgrades in computer, servers, and software capabilities also drive the need for
continued evolution of our 9-1-1 system.

Sullivan County can rest assured knowing that our 9-1-1 team will be here 24/7 to answer
your calls, in a state of the art 9-1-1 center promptly and professionally. What we ask of
our residents is to please know and post your 9-1-1 address clearly on your
home or end of the driveway so that help can find you quickly. Use 9-1-1 for
emergency calls only and follow the instructions of the 9-1-1 dispatcher. If you accidentally
dial 9-1-1 please do not hang up! Simply explain to the dispatcher that it was an acci-
dent, provide your name and we will close the call. To learn more on hen to call or not to
call 9-1-1 please visit the Sullivan County website at co.sullivan.ny.us.

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APPLICATION PERIOD FOR REVIEW AND
INCLUSION OF LAND INTO THE SULLIVAN
COUNTY AGRICULTURAL DISTRICTS OPENS
APRIL 1, 2015 THROUGH APRIL 30, 2015

Sullivan County is currently conducting its annual thirty day window for inclusion of
viable agricultural land into the County’s Agricultural Districts. Concurrent with the
thirty day window for accepting new parcels into the districts, the County is conducting
its eight year review of Agricultural District 4.

The eight year review of Agricultural District 4 is a comprehensive evaluation of the
farm resources within the District. Between April 1, 2015 and April 30, 2015, munici-
palities and landowners within Agricultural District 4 may propose a modification to the
District—to either add or remove property from the district—by filing a proposal to the
Clerk of the Sullivan County Legislature. Properties should be removed from the dis-
trict if they are no longer viable agricultural land. Property is eligible to be added to the
district if it is currently being farmed. All landowners who are currently enrolled in
Agricultural District 4 will be contacted by mail with a worksheet form to be completed
by April 30, 2015. Agricultural district 4 includes land in the Towns of Bethel, Falls-
burg, Forestburgh, Highland, Liberty, Mamakating, Neversink, Rockland, and Thomp-
son, and the Villages of Bloomingburg and Wurtsboro, and consists of 46,756 acres.

The period April 1, 2015 through April 30, 2015 also marks the annual thirty day win-
dow for inclusion of viable agricultural land into Agricultural District 1. During this
period, the County will accept applications from property owners seeking to be included
in the District. Agricultural District 1 includes lands in the Towns of Bethel, Callicoon,
Cochecton, Delaware, Fremont, Liberty, Thompson and Tusten.

After April 30, 2015, the Sullivan County Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board
will review all applications received and make recommendations to the Sullivan County
Legislature. The County Legislature will conduct separate public hearings for the Agri-
cultural District 4 eight year review and the Agricultural District 1 thirty day window.
Following review and approval by the Sullivan County Legislature, the proposed modifi-
cation of Agricultural District 4, and the proposed inclusion of land into Agricultural
District 1 will be reviewed and certified by the New York State Department of Agricul-
ture and Markets.

Agricultural Districts are intended to provide agricultural landowners with economic
and regulatory incentives, to encourage the continued use of farmland for agricultural
production. Property owners who wish to be included in either Agricultural District, or
who have questions about Agricultural Districts in general, should contact Melinda
Meddaugh in the Sullivan County Division of Planning and Environmental Manage-
ment at (845) 807-0532 or e-mail melinda.meddaugh@co.sullivan.ny.us.
