New jail on time, under budget 
If you’ve driven along Old Route 17 near “new” Route 17’s Exit 104, you’ve likely 

noticed the bulldozers, cranes and workers buzzing across a formerly empty field. 

That’s the site of the new Sullivan County Jail, and Sullivan County Manager Josh 

Potosek and Sullivan County Sheriff Mike Schiff are pleased to say it’s proceeding 

on time and under budget. 

“After years of talk but little action, Sullivan County is finally moving toward replac-

ing its century-old jail in Monticello,” said Potosek. “And our progress is now very 

visible, with foundations poured and framework rising.” 

“In concert with our architect LaBella Associates and our general contractor Pike 

Company, we’ve completed about 25 percent of the construction work already,” 

Schiff remarked. “We’re on target to open the 256-bed facility in 2019 at or below 

the $95 million approved by the Legislature.”

1860, the still-drivable bridge is accompanied by picnic areas and restrooms 

 Stone Arch Bridge Historical Park, Kenoza Lake — This three-arched 

stone beauty catches the eye of all who pass her, and she’s a popular spot 

for wedding photos. Fishing, walking trails, restrooms, a playground and pic-

nic areas are available (“Parks” continues on the next page …) 

We’ve got jobs!

Solar array is live in Liberty 
What’s quiet but always active, ever hungry but never eats, and generates energy 

without moving a muscle? A solar array, of course, and Sullivan County boasts 

one of the newest fields of sunshine-seeking panels in New York State! 

Located on a hill overlooking the Adult Care Center (ACC) and Social Services 

Complex along Sunset Lake Road in Liberty, our new 10-acre solar array has al-

ready generated more than 278,000 kilowatt-hours of electricity since May, provid-

ing low-cost, environmentally friendly energy to the ACC, the Shared Health Clinic 

and a half-dozen other County facilities. 

The array is one of an increasing number of solar projects in New York, which has 

seen rapid growth in the industry in recent years. Through the NY-Sun initiative, 

the project was built by SolarCity with no upfront capital costs incurred by local 

taxpayers. While Sullivan County owns the property, SolarCity owns and operates 

the array itself, and the County purchases electricity from SolarCity for use in its 

facilities, at an estimated savings of $75,000 a year. 

“We are one of the leaders in the turn to green, renewable energy in New York 

State, and I’m proud of the hard work our Office of Sustainable Energy staff under-

takes every day to keep us in that leadership role,” affirmed County Manager Josh 

Potosek. “Sustainability Coordinator Heather Brown and her colleagues Carol 

Roig and Stephen Stuart understand both the hopes and realities of this burgeon-

ing field like few others, and I’m grateful to have them on our team.”
